As of September 2020, we have replaced these with 

accessible HTML pages and versions.

Rights clearance or authorisation from the copyright holder is needed to make 

accessible versions available on our websites. The accessibility regulations do not require us 

to make third party copyright material accessible.  

The accessibility regulations do not require us to fix PDFs or other documents published 

before 23 September 2018 if they’re not essential to providing our services.
